	The assignment of genus Luteovirus to the subfamily Regressovirinae in the family Tombusviridae was proposed (2020.026P.R Abolish Luteoviridae) but not finalized.
Here we rectify the omission of the subfamily in the Luteovirus taxonomy.

		In proposal 2020.026P.R Abolish Luteoviridae [Abolish the family Luteoviridae (Tolivirales) and move its genera to the families Tombusviridae (Tolivirales) and Solemoviridae (Sobelivirales)”, https:// ictv.global/ictv/proposals/2020.026P.R. Abolish_Luteoviridae] the assignment of genus Luteovirus to the subfamily Regressovirinae in the family was described but not reported in the accompanying spreadsheet. Thus, this proposal corrects this omission by rectifying the taxonomy as shown in 2022.014P.N.v1.Luteovirus_move.xlsx. According to proposal 2020.026P.R, the genus Luteovirus shares all the properties of genera in subfamily Regressovirinae.
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
