		Due to an oversight, two taxa are currently established using the same word stem serpento: milneviricete Serpentovirales and pisoniviricete Serpentovirinae. To prevent ambiguities around the vernacular “serpentovirus”, we propose to rename Serpentovirales as Naedrevirales. "Naedre" is originated from Old English nædre, meaning serpent, to keep the original meaning of "serpento" (snake").
