Abstract
	Species Orthophasmavirus fushunense is proposed to be renamed as Orthophasmavirus sogatellae and vice versa to ensure the correct viruses are assigned to each species.


Text of proposal
		In 2022’s TaxoProp 2022.018M.A.Orthobunyavirus_29nsp_abolish4sp, an oversight led to assignment of two viruses to the wrong species: 

• Orthophasmavirus fushunense was established for Fǔshùn phasmavirus 1 (FsnPV1) discovered by HTS in planthoppers (delphacid Sogatella furcifera [Horváth, 1899]) sampled in China [unpublished; GenBank #MZ209987–9]

and

• Orthophasmavirus sogatellae was established for Fǔshùn phasmavirus 2 (FsnPV2) discovered by HTS in planthoppers (delphacid Laodelphax striatellus [Fallén, 1826]) sampled in China [unpublished; GenBank #MZ210010–12].

Based on the hosts of these viruses, it was originally intended to assign the virus from Sogatella planthoppers to Orthophasmavirus sogatellae. Here we propose to adjust the taxonomy according to this original intent, i.e., to switch the species for both viruses.
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
