	The proposal sent in 2020 to establish the family Matsushitaviridae (2020.100B) was ratified in 2021 and has been part of the ICTV taxonomy since then. There was a typographical error in the Excel module prepared in 2020, which resulted in the name of the family using an incorrect spelling. In this update, the misspelling is corrected to get the correct name of the family Matsushitaviridae.

		Matsushitaviridae is a family of tailless, icosahedral, internal membrane-containing bacterial viruses with double-stranded DNA genomes and two vertical single jelly-roll MCPs forming pseudohexameric double jelly-roll MCPs. The family includes one genus, Hukuchivirus with two species Hukuchivirus P2377 and Hukuchivirus IN93. The family Matsushitaviridae belongs to the order Halopanivirales, the realm Varidnaviria.
